We ask all students attending any of the college events to agree to the conditions set out below:
· Be patient with each other, everyone is learning.
· Maintain confidentiality and privacy – anything shared in a session stays in the session.  Remember to maintain this confidentiality in your feedback sessions with your coach and in any discussions with the session tutor.
· Keep feedback constructive, kind and helpful, focused on what your partner can learn to improve delivery of the exercise.
· Receive feedback in the manner in which it is given – to help you learn and grow as a therapist.
· Keep an eye on time so both of you have an equal opportunity to practice your exercise as the therapist.
· Recognise that many of our students have English as a second language, please support each other to enhance understanding and give each other space and time to adapt scripts and adapt language.
· Treat everyone with respect, upholding the core condition of being non-judgemental and without bias in any form.
· Remember these sessions are to practise the CBH diploma or SMRB diploma exercises, other exercises or approaches should not be introduced or promoted.
· Student attending these sessions may be gathering feedback for their online learning record and may wish to record the session, if you would prefer not to be recorded (audio) please let the trainer know before breakout rooms are allocated.
· If you have any difficulties at any point during the session please ‘ask for help’. You’ll see the button on your control panel which then gives you the option to ‘invite host’, this will alert the tutor who will then join your room. Or you can leave your room to return to the main room and ask the trainer for assistance.
· Please make sure you have made time for the whole practise session. It is important that both you and your partner have an opportunity to practise as the therapist.
· Remember this is a safe place to practise and all information shared is treated as confidential.
· Please be aware that as a student of the College you can contact each other via Hypno-CBT Connect both on the network or via private messaging. There is no need to exchange personal contact details unless you have both agreed to do so. Please respect your fellow student’s decision to not share their personal details if they choose not to.
· To count towards the required 12 practise sessions you need to partpicipate fully as both client and therapist. If you wish to be an observer, remember that an observation session won’t count towards your 12.

Please use these sessions as a chance to rehearse how you want to present yourself as a professional therapist which means considering the following:
· join from a quiet, private space with no interruptions from family members or pets.
· consider your visual presentation, in terms of clothing, your background, name on screen etc.
· create safety for your client – your role is to make them feel safe and supported, treating them just as you would a real-life client.
